
MURDER IN THE MIDIFREAKS FARM
music piece made with  MIDIfreaks technique for la Nouvelle Cuisine Big Band of Wien

Presentation text
This piece is the first composition where I used the idea of MIDIfreaks, sound creatures I 
made with OpenMusic. The working environment (a series of patches) is organized as a 
hospital, with a pre-operating room (where I collect musical elements), a room for surgery 
(where I do the processing), post operation room (I basically processed fragments), a room 
to assemble the sound body (where I tested the installation options before transferring to 
the partition editor. The most frequent operation is to assemble a sound body taking its four 
main components (pitches, onsets, durations, velocities) of four different musical fragments.

Andrea Cera

Comment
This piece is a very important element in the work of Andrea Cera. It represents in fact the 
first time he uses the MIDIfreaks technique. The metaphor of the hospital seems to be the 
typical ironical element in his work, but despite that, it is a clear illustration of how the work 
with patches seems like: a constellation of rooms, where different processes take place, 
related each to the other. The result is a composition that seems to be a jungle of sound 
creatures, scaring and moving, but it is not a jungle without rules. Listening to it means 
to discover different nuclei, as different big bands playing a very complex composition, 
organized a priori.
